EROS AND EMERGENCE
OF THE TYRANNICAL MAN
Summary

The concept of erds plays a very important role in Plato’s philosophical
games. In this paper, however, the philosophical aspects and meaning of eros are
not the focus of examination. Instead, the focus of attention lies in consideration
of the coincidence in the way Plato, Thucydides, Herodotus, Aristophanes and
Euripides all perceived erds. Thus, it will be shown that when Plato conceived of
the theory of the emergence of the tyrannical man in The Republic, he was not
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dealing with political biases, but was differentiating a critical relationship towards
the political thinking of his age. The focus of this study, however, will not be
found in the dialogue of The Republic, but in the dialogue of Gorgias. The reason
for this approach is that Callicles is the paradigm for the individual who thinks
exclusively in categories of power, believes solely in might is right and idealizes
tyranny. Thus, by means of Callicles, the influence on Plato of the political think-
ing at the end of the 5™ and beginning of 4" centuries B.C. will be demonstrat-
ed. Furthermore, through the same means, the way Plato used the concept of eros
to resolve the paradoxical situation of advocating the study of the right of the
stronger and the idealization of tyranny while simultaneously completely em-
bracing democratic ideology will also be shown.
