EMPEROR AND LAW
IN THE ORATIONS OF LIBANIUS

Summary

Libanius, a Greek rhetorician and man of letters was born in Antioch AD
314. He belonged to a wealthy Antiochene curial family, and after a careful edu-
cation at home was sent to study in Athens (336-339). Thereafter he taught rhet-
oric successively at Constantinople, Nicaea and Nicomedia. Recalled to Constan-
tinople by Constantius II, he was offered but declined a chair of rhetoric in Athens;
in 354 he accepted an official chair of rhetoric in Antioch, where he passed the rest
of his life. His pupils numbered many distinguished men, pagan and Christian
alike: future Emperor Julian, John Chrisostome, Theodore of Mopsuestia, Basil
the Great, Gregory of Naziansus and Ammianus Marcelinus.

In his later years Libanius became a literary figure of renown throughout the
Greek world, and was in correspondence with many of its leading figures, e.g. the
Emperor Julian, for whom he had an unbounded admiration, and whose death
was a bitter blow to him. In spite of his adherence to paganism, he enjoyed con-
siderable influence under Theodosius I, who granted him the honorary title of
praetorian prefect (praefectus praetorio).

The substitution of the Roman Republic by the Hellenistic oriental monar-
chy, a process extending through three centuries, found its legal-theoretical justi-
fication in the Hellenistic theory of a monarch as a live or spiritualized law (vopog
€uyuyxog, lex animata). This theory is contrary to the Roman republican concept
of Emperor (princeps, dominus) as a mandatory of the Roman people, especially
expressed by Libanius in his orations.
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
